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EN ' River Audru is canobale starting from
Audru School up to its estuary at Valgeranna,
for a total of 15 kilometres. Upstream from
Audru School, the beavers have been busy
and made it almost impossible to break th-
rough the heap of chopped up wood. When
traveling downstream from Audru School,
the river and its shores are very versatile.

The journey provides a view of beautiful gar-
dens that locals have decorated by their own
hand. One of the sights by the river is defini-
tely the Audru Park with its gorgeous gree-
nery and hanging bridge. Towards Valgeran-
na, the river flows parallel with golf courses,
creating a bright green fairy-tale. The shores
of River Audru provide visual satisfaction and
variety throughout every meter. For the en-
joyment of fishermen there is a lot of fish in
the river, most common of them being roach,
pike and tench. Otters have made themselves
comfortable in the river waters, meaning that
some areas are not suitable for fishing. The
otters take their share. The flora is versatile
and widely-spread water-lily offers great joy
to all flower lovers!

Right before the Lihula highway bridge, an
old mill dam stands out in the river. It has
fallen apart over time but crossing it still pro-
vides a nice adrenaline rush. The dam forces
people out of the boat and to slosh through
the river and climb over the rocks. The sec-
tion under the Lihula highway bridge is also
pretty rapid but nicely passably with good
navigation.

Tips and advices

« Put the garbage in a garbage can or take it with
you.

» According to everyman’s right you can move
around in nature by foot, on a bicycle, skis, by boat or
horseback from sunrise to sunset on any landowner’s
territory if such activities do not cause the landowners
any damages. Movement and other everyman's rights
are limited on nature reserves, hiking areas, calm traf-
fic areas, fields and plantations.

+ Waterways of public water bodies are open for
everyone for moving, accessing the shore and
shore paths. Shore paths of navigable water bod-
ies are 10 meters wide, for other water bodies it is 4
meters.

« Short-term presence on landscapes for recrea-
tional purposes, tanning, swimming, picking natu-
ral products, fishing, anchoring or beaching your
boat is allowed at same locations and on same con-
ditions as movement by ground. For a longer stay
you will need the landowner’s permit. Permit is not
necessary if designated and prepared camping and
campfire areas are used.

+ Making a campfire on a peat surface, rubble
stones or beach sand is not allowed. Without a
permit, camping stove that will keep the fire higher
from the ground can be used. Campfire must be
safe and when leaving, it must be made sure that
the fire has been put out and coal has completely
burned down.

+ On public water bodies fishing is free when a
single hand line is used. Other fishing equipment
requires a fishing license that can be applied for at
www.pilet.ee.
